PLANNING UPDATE

On Wednesday 23rd May and Thursday 24th May, we
consulted with you on the proposed design changes to

Phase 1a.

These changes include adding second staircases in all
buildings over 18m to comply with new building safety
requirements and increasing the number of affordable
homes to allow more residents to move into their new

homes sooner.

The proposed changes were submitted to Islington Council
on Friday 26th July under a Section 73 planning application.
The application is currently being reviewed by the Council,
with the Planning Committee set to decide whether to

approve it on Thursday 14th November.
