WORKS UPDATE

MARCH 2026

Over the next two weeks, we will begin preparations to
remove the basketball court and play area at the rear
of the community centre as part of the upcoming
Phase 1A build. We recognise that it is regrettable to
close these well-loved facilities, but this step is
necessary in order to deliver exciting improvements for
everyone in our community.

Work is expected to commence at the end of March.
We will confirm the exact date as soon as possible. ~ - &

Once the removal begins, the basketball court and play area will be permanently closed, as
they will be replaced by a brand new, vibrant space. The new area will feature a multi-use
games area (MUGA) for a variety of sports, as well as outdoor exercise equipment and a
modern children’s playground, creating a more inclusive and engaging environment for all
ages. In the meantime Old Barnsbury play park is available for all to use as well as the
upgraded Barnard Park.

There will be no road closures, but residents should expect some noise and dust in the area
while work is underway. Noise and dust monitors will be in place at all times, with Islington
Council overseeing compliance. We appreciate your understanding and cooperation as we
carry out these essential works.
